HOLD HARMLESS CLAUSE

All members should require vendors, contractors, and consultants to assume liability for and to maintain insurance against claims or judgments arising from their activities, including workers’ compensation.

Member’s contracts should contain a description of the required insurance and an indemnification clause (see following Hold Harmless clauses).  The indemnification clause automatically takes effect when the contract is signed but the required insurance does not.  The District must request a copy of the contractor’s workers’ compensation certificate of insurance and additional insured endorsement from the other party’s insurance agent/company before the contract is accepted and/or work is commenced.

Members must advise contractors and vendors that school district personnel WILL NOT assist or participate in the performance of the work to be done by the contractor or vendor.

Contractors Hold Harmless:

Contractor shall hold harmless, defend and indemnify __________________ School District, its elected or appointed officials, employees, agents and volunteers from and against all claims, damages, losses and expenses including attorney fees arising out of the performance of the work described herein, caused in whole or in part by any negligent act or omission of the contractor, any subcontractor, anyone directly or indirectly employed by any of them or anyone for whose acts any of them may be liable, except where caused by the active negligence, sole negligence, or willful misconduct of _____________________ School District.

Vendors Hold Harmless:

Vendor agrees, by supplying the product(s) and/or service(s) requested in this purchase order, to defend, indemnify and hold harmless the ____________________ School District, its elected or appointed officials, employees, agents and volunteers, however caused, resulting from any defect in, or delivery of, the product(s) or material(s) supplied, or negligence in providing the service(s).
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
