3.0 APPROVAL OF MINUTES – Minutes of the September 30 and October 12, 2009 Special Executive Committee meetings were presented for approval.  It was moved by Cathy Campbell, seconded by Patricia Demo; the motion was approved unanimously.  
4.0 PUBLIC COMMENTS – None

5.0 GENERAL BUSINESS
5.1 Adjourn to Closed Session – Per Government Code 54957, the Executive Committee adjourned to closed session at 10:10 a.m. Moved by Patricia Demo, seconded by Tom Mancuso; unanimous.
5.2 Reconvene in Open Session – At 10:40 a.m. the Executive Committee reconvened in open session.  Moved by Donna Heller, seconded by Tom Mancuso; unanimous.
5.2.1 Announcement of Any Reportable Actions Taken in Closed Session – There was no reportable action taken in closed session

5.3 Introduce Final Candidate for Executive Director – Adam Hillman introduced Michael Strech as the final candidate for Executive Director.  After confirmation by the Board, Mr. Hillman said that, beginning November 17th, Mr. Strech will be working at the JPA office three days a week and beginning January 1st, Mr. Strech will be full time with the JPA.

5.4 List of Expenditures – A list of expenditures from 7/1/09 to 10/31/09 was presented to the Committee for review and approval.  Moved by Donna Heller, seconded by Cathy Campbell; unanimous.
6.0 HEALTH BENEFITS PROGRAMS
6.1 H1N1 Vaccinations – Anthem Blue Cross is offering to extend their discounted Administrative Rate to the JPA for H1N1 Vaccinations.  The actual medication is provided at no cost by the Federal Government and the Administrative Rate of approximately $13 would pay for the administration of the vaccine, allowing the member and dependents to receive the vaccination at no cost.  However, because the supply is still low, the vaccine would only be administered based on CDC guidelines.  It was discussed that providing the vaccine would be a proactive approach to keeping the members healthy with less claims incurred and less lost time from work.  When asked if the JPA should consider sending the vaccinations to school sites, it was decided that it would be better for the member to go to their personal physician who knows their history and can better determine the need.  It was moved by Patricia Demo, seconded by Tom Mancuso, and unanimously approved to recommend to the Full Board that the H1N1 Vaccine be offered to the Membership at no cost.
7.0 ADJOURNMENT – It was moved by Phil Brown, seconded by RoseAnn Adams, and unanimously approved to adjourn at 10:55 a.m.
