HEALTHY SCHOOLS ACT TRAINING OPTIONS
Anyone who applies or uses pesticides, including disinfectants and sanitizers (wipes or sprays) must complete DPR-approved HSA training annually prior to any pesticide application that year.      There are several options for your school district to comply with this requirement.

Online
Have each employee go to the following website and sign up for the online course.  Instructions to log in to the course will be sent by email.   It will take an hour and is done individually. Ensure employees print out a certificate of completion.

Additional Information

Though often thought to refer only to insecticides, the term pesticide also applies to herbicides, fungicides, rodenticides, and antimicrobials (disinfectants and sanitizers such as bleach). A pesticide is any substance intended to control, destroy, repel, or attract a pest. Any living organism such as insects, mice, weeds, or microorganisms (plant diseases, bacteria, and viruses) that cause damage or economic loss or transmit or produce disease is considered a pest.

If your school district uses certain pesticides, you must comply with Healthy Schools Act (HSA) requirements. Some pesticides such as self-contained baits and traps, gels or pastes used for crack-and-crevice treatments, antimicrobials, and products listed as "minimum-risk" pesticides by the US EPA are exempt from most of the HSA's requirements.

However, there is no exemption from the training requirements if you use any pesticide.
· Any staff using a pesticide must be trained in pesticide safety (CCR 6427).
· Starting July 2016, the district's IPM Coordinator and any person planning to apply a pesticide must take an approved course meeting the HSA IPM training requirement prior to the application and annually thereafter (Education Code 17614).

Note that antimicrobial hand sanitizers and hand soaps applied to the human body are not considered to be pesticides. Therefore, they are not part of the Healthy Schools Act.
